








JS ranch, california
The Cow Creek watershed is known for its riparian habitat, vernal pools, and 

grasslands and supports significant populations of anadromous fish and wildlife. 
The 6,000-acre JS Ranch includes more than 30,000 linear feet of creeks in this 
watershed. ALC worked with the California Rangeland Trust and state agencies 
to complete the due diligence needed for a conservation easement, which will help 
increase the viability of the ranch. It will also prevent loss or subdivision of this 
important working landscape and support the goals of the California Department 
of Fish and Game’s Cow Creek Conceptual Area Protection Plan. 

Oakvale ranch, california
For hundreds of years, working ranches have helped define the character of 

Mariposa County, though it is increasingly facing urban sprawl and loss of open 
space. The 2,550-acre Oakvale Ranch, owned and cared for by the same family for 
150 years, has withstood these changes. ALC completed the essential groundwork 
to secure a conservation easement on this property, which will protect oak 
woodlands and oak savannah while also ensuring the rural character of the area     
is maintained. 

Boyd ranch, nevada
In an area of scenic, historic ranches, the 11,700-acre Boyd Ranch stretches 

along the base of the Ruby Mountains, encompassing 16 miles of the ecologically 
rich Humbolt River. Development is a major threat: even with the real estate 
slump, ranches in this valley continue to be subdivided and sold as ranchettes at an 
alarming rate. In 2007, ALC helped secure funding for a conservation easement on 
the ranch, which will help preserve a way of life in Elko County while conserving 
critically important habitat along one of the major bird migration corridor in the 
Great Basin.

Cinnamon ranch, california
The 600-acre Cinnamon Ranch was the first to be settled in the Hammil Valley,  

a historic ranching region at the base of the White Mountains. This parcel of 
NRCS-certified prime farmland also supports deer, bighorn sheep, mountain lions, 
and numerous bird species, but pressures to sell on the open market are intense. 
ALC completed initial work toward a conservation easement that will protect 
the land, secure open space and habitat, and help preserve the valley’s historic 
agricultural character.

Supporting working 
	   farms and ranches
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Wild cherry canyon, california
The spectacular 2,400-acre Wild Cherry Canyon property offers sweeping 

ocean views, rugged oak woodlands, wildflower fields, and riparian forests, and 
supports numerous special status species. To help ensure the area is protected, ALC 
negotiated with landowners and agencies, raised funds, and worked extensively 
with elected officials, stakeholders, and conservation groups. Protection of Wild 
Cherry Canyon will be part of a 5,500-acre expansion of Montaña de Oro State 
Park, offering new hiking, camping, and wildlife viewing opportunities as well as a 
20-mile extension of the California Coastal Trail. 

Green gulch acquisition, nevada
Fifteen miles west of Reno, the 650-acre Green Gulch property is the last private 

in-holding in the southern Peterson Range and an important link along a mule 
deer migration corridor. Surrounded by public land, Green Gulch is a recreation 
thoroughfare for hikers, bikers, and equestrians. It also supports sage grouse and 
critically designated mountain quail habitat. In 2007 ALC secured funding for this 
acquisition, which will be conveyed to BLM to be managed for recreation as well 
as wildlife. 

Modoc rails to trails project, california
The 86-mile Modoc railway corridor runs through critical wildlife habitat 

supporting mule deer, pronghorn antelope, and sage grouse in a remote high desert 
region in northeastern California. ALC helped initiate a project to protect the 
corridor and convert it to a public trail that will be open to hiking, biking, cross-
country skiing, wildlife viewing, and hunting. ALC negotiated with landowners 
and agencies, contributed to appraisals, and assisted in fundraising before conveying 
the project to the Lassen Land and Trails Trust.

Stucky ridge, montana
The mosaic of native grassland, aspen, and timbered gulches on Stucky Ridge 

make this 300-acre property highly valuable habitat for an array of wildlife, 
including elk, bighorn sheep, black bears, mountain lions, mule deer, white tail deer, 
and dozens of bird species. Working with local partners, ALC negotiated with the 
landowner and state agencies and worked to secure funding for this important 
parcel near Anaconda, which will be conveyed to the state and opened for hunting, 
hiking, and wildlife viewing.

Preserving open space 
     and wild places
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Buck island, arkansas
A wild, semi-primitive forested island on the lower Mississippi River, Buck 

Island is home to endangered least terns, deer, wild turkey, and other wildlife, and 
is an important stop along the Mississippi Flyway. Its close proximity to Helena, 
Arkansas also makes it a gateway to outstanding outdoor recreation and nature-
based tourism in the wildlife-rich Delta region. 

The Mississippi River generates $20 billion annually from tourism, but much 
of that occurs north of St. Louis where public recreation areas are well established. 
Along the lower river, more than 95% of the riverbank is privately owned and 
levees designed for flood control make access difficult.  Public ownership of Buck 
Island will provide a new, publicly accessible recreation area and create the northern 
terminus of the proposed Lower Mississippi River Fishing and Boating Trail.  The 
trail will connect Helena, Arkansas with the Choctaw Wildlife Management Area 
in Arkansas City, which could bring significant economic benefit to an economically 
depressed region.

ALC worked closely with elected officials, state and federal agencies, local 
businesses, and others to promote the island, attract media attention, and 
secure funding to move the property into public ownership. Efforts were closely 
coordinated with regional redevelopment plans that include river-based tourism 
as a key strategy. 

Creating nature-based

Conserving open space, wildlife habitat, and working ranches takes considerable 
expertise, but it also takes hard work behind the scenes to lay the groundwork for 
success. In 2007, these efforts included the following:

Conservation partnerships
In the Midwest, ALC worked with numerous groups, agencies, and community 

leaders, and served as a Steering Committee member of the Middle Mississippi 
River Partnership, assisting with conservation planning for the river. ALC also 
worked closely with corporate partners in the river transportation industry, 
helping to secure resources in support of both navigation infrastructure upgrades 
and wetland restoration projects. In California, Alaska, and elsewhere, ALC 
collaborated with numerous working groups, local and regional land trusts, state 
and federal agencies, and native corporations, assisting with both planning and 
implementation of conservation projects.

Landowner outreach
Sixty percent of the US land base is privately owned and a surprising seventy-

five percent of threatened and endangered species occur on those private lands. 
ALC educated landowners on how they can protect their land in a way that 
benefits wildlife while also ensuring their own economic security. ALC met with 
numerous landowners in each of its geographic program areas, and also launched 
a new feature for landowners in its newsletter and on its website that focuses on 
issues such as sustaining working ranches and managing noxious weeds. 

Conservation leadership
In 2007 ALC was asked to lead one of five committees organized by the US 

Army Corps of Engineers to complete the Middle Mississippi River Regional 
Corridor Study. On the Lower Mississippi, ALC, with the US Fish & Wildlife 
Service, co-authored the first study on the potential economic benefits of a Lower 
Mississippi Fishing and Boating Trail.
